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“In the Book” Questions
1) Right There Questions:  Readers find answers “right there” in the text.  It is often in the same sentence as the words from the question.  Literal level questions.
2) Think & Search Questions: Readers find the answer in the text, but must SEARCH for it in different parts and put it together.  Inferential-Level questions.

“In the Head” Questions
3) Author & Me Questions: Readers use a combination of author’s ideas and their own to answer questions. Combine Inferential level and Application level combined.
4) On My Own Questions: Readers use their own ideas to answer questions and you sometimes don’t even have to read to answer them.  Application level and Evaluation level combined.
